amulet: A small object worn like jewelry that people believe gives them magical
protection.

specter: Another word for a ghost or spooky vision.

umbra: The darkest part of a shadow where all light is blocked.

visage: A face or the expression on a face.

viscous: Thick and sticky, like honey or slime.

wraith: A ghostly figure that is often seen just before someone dies.
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
