advent: the period leading up to Christmas, beginning four Sundays before
Christmas Day.
blizzard: a severe snowstorm with strong winds and lots of snow.
celebrate: to do something special for a holiday or event.
decorations: items used to make a place look festive, especially during the
holidays.
evergreen: a type of tree that stays green all year round, often used as
Christmas trees.
festive: having a joyful and fun atmosphere, especially during the holidays.
garland: a decorative wreath or string of flowers, leaves, or other items, often
used during Christmas.
goodwill: a friendly and supportive feeling
holly: a plant with sharp green leaves and red berries that is used as a Christmas
decoration.
